Placement and the exact display schedule of the banners will be at the sole discretion of the
city. Banners will be acquired from a third-party vendor and pricing for future years cannot
be guaranteed. The life expectancy of the banners is unknown. Banners retired from the
project will be presented to the banner sponsor. The City of Woodville is not responsible
for replacing banners that are stolen, damaged, or destroyed due to vandalism, age, or any
acts of nature, including high winds.
